Dear Councillor Adams,
I am writing as a taxi/private hire operator in Fife to support the East Fife Taxi Association’s call for a review of the current vehicle age limit policy.
The five-year entry rule and ten/twelve-year cap on licensed vehicles are no longer workable given the economic pressures we are all facing, including the cost of vehicles, insurance, maintenance, and the broader cost-of-living crisis.
This policy forces operators to replace safe, roadworthy, and professionally maintained vehicles purely due to age, which is not sustainable. It also discourages long-term investment in the trade.
I believe Fife Council should adopt a more modern, evidence-based approach; relying on regular inspections to ensure safety, rather than setting arbitrary age limits. Other councils have already moved in this direction, and I urge Fife to do the same.
